His brothers were also
near here and Jack risked court martial when
he decided to find them. After the meeting
and on his return his commanding officer
offered him the choice of a court martial or
his punishment. Jack choose the latter and was

docked a week’s pay.

Robbie took part in the attack at Loos, where he recalls being hit by a piece
of hot shrapnel. He was saved from serious injury by his great coat that was

wrapped around his back.

When wounded on the Somme, he was pushed into the bottom bunk of a
horse drawn ambulance, ‘like a loaf into the oven’. He felt something on his

lips, it was from the man above who was bleeding from his wounds.

There was terrific shell fire which tipped the ambulance over. The medical
orderlies got him out. He could hear the awful naying from one of the badly

injured horses and saw that the other horse had its head blown off.

Robbie was in a residential home when | photographed him. A small room
with one window, the walls were covered with mementoes of his meetings

with the great and the good.

Bill served the whole war on the Western Front. He survived

some fierce fighting, was wounded, blinded in his left eye at

Arras, gassed and made a prisoner of war in 1918.

He escaped twice but was recaptured, put on meagre rations

and in solitary confinement.

He never lost his love for the pals he left behind.
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11th November 2008 will be remembered as the last
Remembrance Day attended by Great War veterans.

The last three represented all three services, land, sea and air.

voice and story unknown to all but a few.

Over those years he remained the same, both modest and humble.

A wonderful representative of his generation.
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Harry Patch’s coffin being carried into Wells Cathedral,
headed by the Dean of Wells and the Bishop of Taunton.

The coffin was borne by six young soldiers of

1st Battalion The Rifles.

This was a fitting tribute to the last of the generation that
served during the Great War, 1914-1918.
