How do I use the Mapping the Front Disks ?
I hope in this article to explain in simple language how to open and use the “Mapping the Front” disks. This is written in a layman’s language so that non-technical people (such as me – Martin Hornby)  stand a sporting chance of using the Maps to their best advantage.

10.  Look down you list and select a map or photo that you wish to view.  Remember this number, you will need it to find the map you are looking for.
11. From the Task Bar at the bottom of the screen click on the button showing your DVD drive:
